A ray is a line extending from a point.
Two rays joined at a point form an angle.

Their
common point is called the vertex.

F. Parallel lines are straight lines that never cross.

G. Lines forming 90° angles are e
perpendicular to each other. G.

H. A degree is used to measure
the size of an angle. There
